On Tuesday, June 15 , 2010 the
Mass . House of Representatives sent
Governor Patrickôsanti - civil rights
bill H.4102 back to the Joint
Committee on the Judiciary .

If passed, this bill will make it
illegal to purchase more than one
gun in a one - month period, and make
private sales and transfers obsolete .

WHAT DO YOU KNOW ABOUT TURKEYS?
Way back at the time of colonial settlement, the wild turkey was widespread in Massachusetts . As

farming settlements progressed, hardwood forests were cut, and the range of the turkey shrank . Mass.
Wildlife managers learned that trapping and relocating wild birds was a successful restoration strategy in
other parts of the country .

Biologists captured 37 birds in New York and released them in southern Berkshire County between
1972 and 1973 . In -state transplants of the birds were conducted until 1996 . The estimated population
now exceeds 18 ,000 birds! In the 1990 s, the wild turkey was named the Mass. official game bird .

Turkeys are active during the day, roosting at night to avoid predators .
They will roost everywhere, sometimes on railings, roofs, even on vehicles .

Gobbling , during breeding season, usually starts around mid -March . This
is when the males puff out their feathers, fan their tails and ñstrut their stuff .ò
Young turkeys remain with their mother for at least 4 to 5 months . Young

turkeys learn from each other, often imitating more experienced birds to
remember the layout of their home ranges and the location of various foods .

DONôTFEED TURKEYS ð Keep wild things wild! Feeding can cause turkeys to act tame but may lead to
bold or aggressive behavior, especially in the breeding season .

DONôT LET TURKEYS INTIMIDATE YOU ð Donôt hesitate to scare or threaten a bold, aggressive 
turkey with loud noises, swatting with a broom or water sprayed from a hose. A dog on a leash is also an 
effective deterrent.  Turkeys are important and valuable birds in Massachusetts. They are classified as 
game birds with regulated hunting seasons and management programs. 
If you are having problems with turkeys,  contact your nearest MassWildlife District Office .

TURKEY BROOD SURVEY
Why not help MassWildlife count adult and young turkeys for our

population estimates? Outdoor enthusiasts and other cooperators are
invited to join in MassWildlife's Turkey Brood Survey, conducted
annually June through August .

The survey aids in estimating poult (young turkeys) production
and survival . People interested in helping with this survey may
download the Survey : Wild Turkey Brood Survey and Instructions and
find more information at www .masswildlife .org .
