The Western Mass. Hunt is held  at  theWorthington Club in October.
The Mass. Young Adult Pheasant Hunt Program was developed by MassWildlife for 12-17 year old Hunter Education 

graduates to: practice firearms safety, develop shooting skills, and join a special pheasant hunt with an experienced hunter 

in a friendly environment. 

Hunter safety is emphasized in all aspects of the program to make the teen hunters feel comfortable hunting alone or with

others in the field . It is not just a day of pheasant hunting. It is a three part outdoor program:

Part One - Shooting Instruction and Practice . To be a safe and ethical hunter means developing and practicing shooting skills.

Young adults will practice the fundamentals of shotgun shooting and firearms safety, receiving hands-on instruction at the club

range prior to the hunt.

Part Two - Pre-hunt Workshop . They will practice all aspects of a safe hunt during a pre-hunt workshop held just prior to the

actual pheasant hunt. This will be a hands-on "in the field" session that will include safety exercises such as hunting in a group,

zones of fire, crossing safely over obstacles, safely loading and unloading firearms in the field, proper field carries, handling and

operating firearms safely, shoot/don't shoot scenarios and hunter ethics. In addition, the pre-hunt workshop will cover the basics

on firearms for upland hunting, ammunition, gear, clothing, and other equipment typically used in upland hunting.

Part Three - Young Adult Pheasant Hunt . The program culminates with a day in the field pheasant hunting in a relaxed and

friendly environment under the watchful eye of a safe, responsible, experienced hunter . It is an opportunity to experience the

enjoyment and excitement of watching a dog working a bird ; the thrill of seeing a pheasant flush from cover and taking the shot,

and then cleaning and cooking the day's harvest.

A successful young hunter!

The Safety and Shooting Instruction will be held for 

half a day in September. 

The Hunt will be held over a weekend in October.  

The exact dates are set up early in August.

WHAT A SPORT �²TO HUNT WITH BOW AND ARROW IN CANADA!!

Last week I stopped in at PeteõsGun Shopin Adams, to talk with Pat Decker. Her desktop computer showed this

picture of Tom, her husband, who never seemsto have time to hunt. I asked him to tell me where he had been,

hunting so successfully with bow and arrow. What a way to get away and have a great adventure!

He said, òThispicture was taken in La Tuque, Quebec, very close to

where the forest fires were. We had a couple days where we couldn't

even see 50 feet because of the smoke. Aswe sat on some of our stands,

asheswere falling down all over us. The forest fire fighters were staying

at the same outpost we were, until half way through the week when

they left and moved farther away from the fire .

This kinda got our attention right then -- they did not want to be

that close to the fire, which at that point had consumed over 1/ 2 million

acres and over 350 camps! In fact, just as we left, they were closing the

whole area because of the fires.

This bear was shot at a range of 15 feet with a Horton Vision 175

Crossbow. It was a male, 2 1/ 2 years old, about 125 pounds.
