Massachusettdnly native rabbit is the New EnglandCottontail
There are two kinds of cottontails in the state the native New
England cottontail and the commonly seen non-native Eastern
cottontail.

Theylook the same- you can only tell these rabbits apart by
skullcharacteristicor by DNAtesting

During the last four decades,the number of New England
Cottontail rabbits has been drastically reduced acrossits range,
resultingin the rabbit's designationasa CandidateSpeciedor listing
underthe federal EndangeredspeciesAct.

Unlikethe abundantEastern
Cottontailsseenin yards,parks fields
andpastures New EnglandCottontails
requireverydense thick shrublandsto
hide from predatorsandsurvivecold,
harshwinters.

Large expansivepatches of this New England Cottontail
type of habitat, often a minimum of 10-20 acresin size,are not often
available they representlessthan 5% of all forested habitat acreage
in Massachusetts

State and federal wildlife agenciesand other conservation
groupsworking together havelaunchedthe New EnglandCottontail
Initiative, an effort to conserveand restore New Englandcottontail
populationsandtheir habitatthroughoutNew Englandand New York
