Security(EOPS)regardingcertain armsand feeding
devices. Virtually everything in the letter was
factually incorrect and has caused very serious
legal concerns among firearm retailers and
licensed citizens including law enforcement
officers.

The letter states � Ĝ.L. c. 140 Section 131,
prohibits the possessionof assault weapons and
large capacityfeedingdevicesby individuals in the
Commonwealth.έ

Thisstatement is factually incorrect. As most
gun owners are well aware, licensed individuals
can legally possessand transfer theseitems if they
were lawfully possessedon September13, 1994.
Theletter then contradictsitself by stating that this
exemption is only valid if they were possessed
�^�µ�v�����Œa Massachusetts license.�_ No such
requirement exists in Massachusetts law or
�Œ���P�µ�o���š�]�}�v�J�_
