Join friends, neighbors and DCR State Park staff
for a Ranger -guided First Day Hike at Mount
Greylock State Reservation . Free and for all ages .

A First Day Hike is a fun way to start off the new
year with an invigorating hike in a beautiful state
park, and also burn off those extra holiday calories
on a designated Healthy Heart Trail .

Hike an 1.8 easy miles (90 minutes) on the
Bradley Farm Trail . Explore the remnants abandoned
farmland and forest succession and perhaps see
some wildlife .

Afterwards enjoy hot chocolate by the fireplace .
Be prepared for cold weather : dress in layers

and wear winter boots . If conditions permit bring
snowshoes and hiking poles . Dogs are most welcome
on a 10 foot maximum leash .

The hike starts promptly at 1:00 pm. 
Meet at the Mount Greylock State Reservation

Visitors Center, 30 Rockwell Rd. in Lanesboro, 1.5
miles off US Route 7 from the intersection with North
Main Street .
