Cottontail 
rabbits

Show 5 - toed 
front tracks. 

Their hind 
tracks are 

usually placed 
side - by - side. 

BEARS ï
Usually 

leave 5 - toed 
tracks with 
a human -
like heel 

mark. 

Raccoon 
Front feet are hand - like. 

Back feet are longer.  
Not all toes show.

Canine ïDog family -
Wolf, Coyote, 

Red Fox  & Large Dog
Find Animal Tracks in the Snow! 

Look carefully at the track and the nature of the 

ground holding the track impression.

�‡ What is its width?....Length? 

�‡ Its Shape? Round..Oval..Oblong?

�‡ Are claw marks showing? How many? 

�‡ Are pads showing? How many? 

�‡ Are toes showing? How many? 

Dogs, bears and weasels (badgers, skunks, 
weasels, otters) tracks usually show claw marks . 

The weasel family has five toes on front 
and hind feet.

Skunks and badgers also show a heel mark. 

Bobcats, mountain lion, and feral cats are 
4- toed and usually don't show claw marks . Their front 

tracks are slightly larger than their hind tracks. 

Wolves, coyotes, foxes and feral dog 
tracks resemble cat tracks but usually 

leave claw marks.
