Mass Wildlife has designated 2011 as the year of the Turtle!

'Tis the season for turtles! Female
snapping, painted, spotted, red-bellied,
andBlanding'sturtles areleavingthe security

of their pondsandwoodlandsto trek to breeding areas,
traveling great distances through back yards and treacherous
roadways. Manyareinjured on their journey.

If It's Safe, Help these Turtles Cross the Road!! 
Helpinga turtle move acrossthe road can savethe ŀƴƛƳŀƭΩǎlife,
even for future generationsconsideringthat gravid (egg-bearing)
femalesarethe onesmost likely to be on the move. Pullover to the
shoulder(if youaredriving),andmovethe turtle acrossthe road.

Do not attempt to stop traffic. Snappingturtles canbe large,
heavy,and feisty. If you ŎŀƴΩǘ"shoo" them acrossthe road, pick
them up by the backof their shellsto avoida bite, or usea shovel
to push/skidthem across. Alwaysmove the turtle in the direction
it washeaded,evenif that isawayfrom water. It knowsbetter than
youwhereit wantsto go!

Don't Take a Wild Turtle Home or Move it Away!
In Massachusetts, it is illegal to possessnative turtles as pets. It
takesmany yearsfor turtles to mature and lay eggs. Removingor
moving turtles to some other location hurts the survival of the
remaininglocal turtles. Somekindsof turtles are endangereddue
to collectionfor the (illegal)pet trade.
