MUZZLELOADER REGULATION  
CHANGE  IS NOW OFFICIAL! 

           
          A regulation change allowing deer hunters to 
use a hinge or break-open action muzzleloader 
during the primitive firearms season for deer has 
officially been enacted and will be in effect for the 
2011 deer season.  
          Previously, this type of muzzleloader was 
prohibited from use during primitive firearms deer 
season.  
          The 2011 Primitive Firearms season for deer 
runs from December 12-31. Deer hunters are 
reminded that all blackpowder guns used during 
this season must load from the muzzle.

          Participation by women in target shooting has increased 46.5 percent from 2001 to 2010 and in hunting by 36.6 
percent, according to the National Sporting Goods Association. In an NSSF survey of firearms retailers, 61% of 
respondents saw an increase in female customers in their store in 2010 over 2009.  Strong turnouts by women in 
concealed carry classes nationwide and in b{{CΩǎ First Shots seminars, helps confirm this trend.  
           Because gun ownership and shooting cut across class, age, occupation, background and geography in America, 
guns are resolutely democratic. They reside in all regions of the country, come from all levels of society, and participate 
seriously in diverse shooting activities; policewomen, hunters, ranchers, and competition shooters.   
           The collection of portraits in Ψ/ƘƛŎƪǎ with DǳƴǎΩ defies stereotypes often associated the popular culture of both 
guns and women.

OCTOBER  PRE-RUT BUCK HUNTING  
Archery Deer Season:  Oct. 17 - Nov. 26, 2011 

 
Best stand placement  
this time of year is  
in travel corridors 
and water sources.   
Hunting fresh scrapes  
and rubs are keys for  
success on local-but soon to take off, bucks. If the 
scrapes and rubs are there, so are the bucks.  
          Ok GuysΧ I cannot express enough that the 
bucks are already coming to these scrapes naturally. 
5hbΩ¢ MESS IT UP with over the counter bottle deer 
scents/attractants. Leave the area like you were 
never there. I ŘƻƴΩǘ even recommend the use of 
cover scents. Wear scent lock clothing, stay clean 
and spray down. 5ƻƴΩǘ use those scent wafers or 
sprays that have the smell of dead leaves and dirt in 
them.  If you can smell it, then the deer can smell it.
