Rabbit hunting isn't a complicated sport. It can be as simple as a quiet walk with
the ol' singleshot and a pocketful of shells Like other well-camouflagedcritters, the
rabbit can't stand to be outwaited. A pausein the hunter's motions makesit a nervous
wreck

Enter a good location and begin walking through it very slowly. Ten paces,then stop
for about30seconds Thenrepeatthe process The sound of the approach may flush
somerabbits,but often asnot, it's the silent period that does the trick. The rabbits think
they'vebeenspotted anddecideto makearun for it.

Occasionallyturn around and view the area just walked Rabbitsthat didn't fall for the
freezetrick often will breakcoverwhenpassed

Learnto snapshoot There'sno time to swingthroughyour target Youhaveto locatethe dashingrabbit, shoulderyour gunand
shootall in one motion. On passshots,swingthrough the body and beyondthe head, shootingjust asthe bead clearsthe rabbit's
nose

Whenyourtargetis runningstraightawayfrom you, don't draw your beadon that cottony-white tail. Instead,swingthroughthe
rabbit, centeringyour shotjust beyondthe head Theresultis a fastkillandundamagedmneat It paysto be readyfor a cottontail'sfleet
rushfrom cover.

Don't prop your gunover a shoulderor cradleit in your arm. Keepyour firearm in the ready position, with your trigger handon
the gripandyourindexfingeron the triggerguard You'llmisstoo manyshotsif you paradearoundlike a soldierwith your gunpointed
atthe sky.

Thereal magicof rabbit hunting is its simplicity. It's not imperativeto be out at daybreak,and fancy,high-dollar equipmentisn't
needed Justfind the rabbits,andthe fun comesnaturally.

ARCHERY¥ Measuring Your Draw Length

Unlike a traditionatecurvebow that can be drawn back teirtually any length,
a compound bow will draw back onlyspecific distance beforé stops (the wall).
Compound bows ardesigned to be shot from the fullraw position.

If a compound bow is set for a 29" draw length, it shoaldiays be
shot from the full 29" draw positionBut the bow cannot be ovetrawn, say to 30" or 31", without modifying the setup
on the bow. So the draw length on your compound bow must be set to match your particular size.

To measureyour draw length, determinethe length of your arm-spanin inches Standwith yourarmsout and palms
facingforward. Don't stretchwhen measuring Juststandnaturally. Havesomeoneelsehelpyou,and measurefrom the
tip of one middlefingerto the other.

Then simply divide that number by 2.5. The quotient is your proper draw length (in inches)for your body size

The majority of compoundbow owners set their bows for too much draw length, which resultsin poor shooting
form - inaccuracy and painful string slapon the forearm. Youwill better enjoy - and be more successfulith your new
bow whenit isfitted properlyto your body. And REMEMBERIf in doubt, choosea little LESSraw lengthrather than a
little more.
